4. What do you predict will happen next in the story?  What information in the text helped you make that prediction?
5. Describe one of the characters in the book.  Use adjectives (describing words) and character traits (for example, honest) to describe the character.  
6. What is your favourite part so far in the story?  Why?
7. Who is your least favourite character?  Why?
8. Would you like to be a character in the book?  Why or why not?




When you’re finished the book, ask yourself these questions: 
1. What was the main problem in the story?  How was it solved?  
2. What was your favourite part in the story?  Why?
3. Why did the author probably write this story?  Explain your thinking.
4. What lesson did you learn from the story?  Explain.
5. Is there anything you would change about the story?  Why or why not?
6. How do you feel about the story?  Would you recommend it to someone else?  Why or why not?
7. What was your story mainly about?  Summarize the main events.
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
