5. Find 3 details in the text and read them aloud.
6. Use WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, and WHY to summarize what you have just read.
7. Find 2 words in the text that are new to you or that you find interesting.  What do they mean?  Tell why you chose them.
8. Why do you think the author wrote this piece?  Explain your thinking.
9. What do you think about what you just read?  What is your opinion?
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
